Canada et a I'étranger. Récemment, il a été I'un des principaux orateurs lors de la conférence
conjointe UNIDROIT-OHADA organisée a Ouagadougou (Burkina-Faso) et continuera a étre I'un des
principaux promoteurs du projet d’acte uniforme sur le droit des contrats en Afrique de I'ouest.
Mme le Juge Trahan propose sa nomination et le Président et le Secrétaire Général appuient la
proposition.

| am writing to give strong support to the proposal to appoint Freshfields Bruckhaus Deringer
as a corporate correspondent of UNIDROIT.

This international law firm, with offices in some 15 countries, has given its unstinting support
to the work of UNIDROIT for well over 20 years. Stephen McGairl, a former partner who is
now retired, was actively involved in work on what became the 1988 UNIDROIT Convention
on International Financial Leasing. Subsequently he devoted a great deal of time and effort
over a number of years in the preparation of the Aircraft Protocol to the 2001 Cape Town
Convention on international interests in mobile equipment and its associated Aircraft
Protocol, and we benefited very much from his expertise and his generous commitment to this
work.
